Many
people’s “hidden” emotions are actually quite visible to anyone who knows how to read people’s
faces. Some reactions are so widespread in all cultures that there seems to be a physical basis for
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them. All people react in the same way to certain exciting situations by breathing more rapidly and
experiencing increased heart rates. Facial expressions of basic emotions, such as anger, surprise, and
excitement, appear to be universal.

The roots of Canadian English can be found in the events which followed the American Revolution
of 1776. Those who had supported Britain found themselves unable to stay in the new United States,
and most went to Ontario region of Canada. From there they spread to all parts of the country. They
were soon followed by many thousands who were attracted by the cheapness of land. Within fifty
years, the population of Upper Canada had reached 100,000 — mainly people from the United States.

In the east, the Atlantic provinces had been settled with English speakers much earlier (the first
